School and Children’s Centre has
been rated ‘outstanding’ by Ofsted.
It secured the top rating on all the main
points including quality of teaching and
achievement of pupils. The report says:
‘The achievement of all children is
outstanding. Regardless of their starting
points, or any barriers to learning, each
child receives the care and support he
or she needs to make excellent
progress.’
Duane Bryant, Fathers Worker from the
Children’s Centre’s Outreach Team
said:  “One things is we move with the
times and consult parents regularly,
people feed in comments all the time.
“We are currently asking the parents
what they think of the service and we’re
interested in new developments.”
One such initiative is the new scheme

they’re rolling out in the New Year
giving parents access via their own log
in to their child’s records.
Duane said:  “It’s about parent
participation and involves the parents.
They can upload pictures and write
comments.  It should also cut down
on paper and time.
“Many of the staff are from the
community and we care about it and
we care about their aspirations.  We
support the children.
“We have a SENCO worker, speech
and language therapist, have been
working with a play therapist and have
a counsellor starting in the New Year.”
Supporting the whole family
They also support families experiencing
domestic abuse or who have family
members in prison and if needs be will
take the children to visit their parent in

prison.  They also helps with benefits.
They have six staff in the Outreach
team.  Duane Bryant says:  “We’re here
to pick up parents in need and support
them with their difficulties, the parents
move on.  We don’t just deal with
children we deal with families.”
The recent Ofsted report of the
Nursery School highlighted this support
saying:  “Support for potentially
vulnerable children and their families is
especially impressive and makes a
highly significant contribution to the
wellbeing and successful learning of
these children.”
Free nursery places
The Nursery School is for 0-5 year olds
and is open all year round.  Paying
daycare is available from 8am-5.30pm
Monday to Friday.

But did you know that only 6% of
Bristolians use the lending service
regularly?
Bristol, like every other local authority,
must provide a library service based
on the needs of the community.
They want libraries to respond to
citizens’ needs, particularly those who
experience challenges and have less
access to opportunities. So they need
to find out what communities want and
need from libraries.
They do need to save money
Bristol City Council has to find
savings of £83m by 2016/17.
The council approved a budget last
year which included a £1.1 million
reduction from the library budget by
redesigning the service.
The libraries consultation timeline

Runs Nov 2014 to February 2 2015.
Phase two
Council look at phase one
consultation results in February 2015.
They will develop some proposals for
the future service, which will be
discussed by the Cabinet in March.
There will be a further consultation
from March to May 2015 to see what
residents think of proposed changes.
June 2015 onwards
A final report will go back to Cabinet
in June 2015 with the results of this
consultation and to agree the final
proposal.
